ñHis mercy is for those who fear him from generation to generation.  He has 

shown strength with his arm; he has scattered the proud in the thoughts of 

their hearts.  He has brought down the powerful from their thrones, and 

lifted up the lowly; he has filled the hungry with good things, and sent the 

rich away empty.ò  Luke 1:50 -53  
 

Dear Friends in Christ:  
 

 Every summer we celebrate our greatest patriotic holiday, the 4 th  of 

July which signaled the beginning of the American war for independence 

from Mother England.  My favorite trip during my youth was visiting the 

great historical landmarks of American colonial history:  Jamestown, Wil-

liamsburg, Yorktown, Va., Philadelphia, Pa. and of course, Washington, D.C.: 

the great cities of our colonial history.  The war of Independence, or as is 

sometimes called, the American Revolutionary war ended in 1783, with the 

Treaty of Paris.  The war was over, and a new nation was born.  
 

 The scripture passage above is from the very first chapter of the Gos-

pel of Luke.  From the lips of the pregnant Mary, carrying the Christ child in 

her womb, she voices what will be the ministry of Jesus and the ministry of 

his Church after he has completed his initial work.  Throughout the Gospel of 

Luke we see examples of Jesus ñscattering the proudò in confusion and 

doubt ( e.g. infuriating the Pharisees in Luke 6:1 -11) bringing down the 

powerful (e.g. Jesus denouncing Pharisees and lawyers 11:37 -47), and rais-

ing up the lowly (e.g. raising up the Widowôs Son 7:11-17).  Mary was how-

ever, not only prophesying about her sonôs ministry, but what the Kingdom 

of God would look like when it was complete.  Unlike the American revolution 

which came and went, the Christian revolution started by Jesusô ministry did 

not end upon his death.  In reality, after Jesusô death and resurrection, the 

world still was imperfect, sinful, and rebelling against God.  But Jesusô death 

planted the seeds of an eternal revolution, using Christians throughout the 

ages as revolutionaries to be Jesusô hands working to bring in the Kingdom.  

And the revolution continues today, and will continue until the work is done, 

when Christ returns.  
 

 Enjoy the 4 th  of July, and all the historical blessings we inherited from 

those first American revolutionaries:  life, liberty, and the pursuit of happi-

ness.  But also remember that as Christians we too are ñrevolutionariesò and 

continue the ñrevolutionò that Jesus started:  freedom from the penalties of 

sin, guilt, and even freedom from death itself.  Thatôs the gospel Jesus 

preached, and the gospel we preach ----- the revolution that has no end.  

Thanks be to God!  May God bless us all with summer days full of recreation, 

renewal, health, and faith.  See you in church!
