The 2011 New England Synod Assembly
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The kits were one of 50 service projects undertaken by more than
400 assembly goers, who were sent forth in prayer, and baptized into ser-
vice on an escalator, Saturday, June 4th. It seemed everywhere you
looked that bright, sunny day there were men and women in blue T-shirts:
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working in gardens, playing with kids, distributing meals, packing food
and health kits, knitting prayer shawls, writing letters of advocacy, and
singing in nursing homes. Since they had been prepared in advance, few
attendees came to Synod Assembly this year expecting "business as
usual." But most of them found their hearts touched and their hands em-
ployed in new and surprising ways.
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The kits were assembled at St. Paul Lutheran Church, East Longmeadow, MA, where Pr. Rolf Hed-
berg serves. Pr. Hedberg delivered at least “several hundred pounds of stuff’ to the program center in West
Springfield the afternoon of June 6th, including about 100 hygiene kits, plus many additional boxes of
toothbrushes, toothpaste, hair conditioner and shampoo. “We just ran out of time at assembly to finish the
kits,” explained Pr. Hedberg. “There are so many asking for help” he added, “that it just makes good sense to
work with LSS which has a direct line to those in need.” Other work teams repaired homes, painted homes
that needed paint jobs desperately, sang at nursing homes, and helped clean up a children’s park in down-
town Springfield.
