ñHe has told you, O Mortal, what is good; and what does the Lord require of 

you but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your 

God?ò  Micah 6:8  

 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:  

 

 As you probably are well aware by now, this year is the year of Luke.  

That means that the gospel readings for most Sundays will be taken from 

the Gospel according to Luke.  What is emphasized in the Gospel of Luke, is 

Jesusô hospitality to people who were excluded or discriminated against be-

cause of their poverty, their disease, or their ethnicity.  So, we hear the sto-

ries of Jesusô love and reaching out to those who were considered broken, or 

unworthy of Godôs attention.  Women, lepers, the mentally ill, the weak, 

sick, yes and even gentiles were included in Jesusô radical hospitality which 

leads to reconciliation and peace.  Jesus broke down the walls which sepa-

rate human beings: walls of economic disparity, ethnic exclusion, and gender 

bias.   

 

 As His body in the world today, we are also called to this ministry of 

reconciliation and social justice.  It is not easy work in the world today with 

so much injustice, intolerance, and blind hatred prevailing not only in our 

own country but throughout the world.  The rhetoric on religious and social 

issues has become increasingly polarized, heated, militant, and intransient.  

We would all do well to remember the wise words of Paul the Apostle, ñIn 

Christ, God was reconciling the world to himself, not counting their tres-

passes against them and entrusting the message of reconciliation to us.  So 

we are ambassadors for Christ, since God is making his appeal through us; 

we entreat you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.ò  2 Corinthians 

5:18 -21  

 

 This June I ask that you keep in prayer all who are working toward 

these goals in the Holy Land.  Jews, Palestinian Christians and Moslems and 

International Non -Governmental Organizations are working together toward 

the same goal ----- a just and fair peace for both Jew and Palestinian living 

together as neighbor instead of living in fear of the other.  At Synod Assem-

bly this month, the Assembly will be presented with an opportunity to en-

dorse the peacebuilding and non -violent resistance to segregation in the 

Holy Land.  Please pray for its success.  Also, in June, I will be attending the 

Advocacy Days for Churches for a Middle East Peace in Washington, D.C.  

Please pray that the meetings will be fruitful and lead to more trust, hospi-
